COMPETITION RULES





1. There is no limit to the number of entries.


2. Participants or their representative(s) will hand deliver their entries.    Mail in entries WILL NOT be accepted or returned by the OWC.


3.  No entries will be accepted after 8:30am on Friday Oct 29, 2010.


4. The OWC will not be responsible for any entries not picked up by 


 6:00pm on Sunday October 31, 2010.


5. All entries must remain on display for the duration of the Wood 


    Show until 5:00pm on Sunday October 31, 2010. Early removal will  result in disqualification and forfeiture of all ribbons and prizes awarded.


6. To be eligible regular entries must have been completed no earlier than October 29, 2008 and must not have competed in any previous CCCCs


7. Novice level: a carver who is new to competition or who has


    not won a Best of Division 1st place at this level.


8. Intermediate level: a carver who has won a Best of Division 1st place or has consistently won 1st place ribbons in class at Novice level.


9. Open level: a carver who has won a Best of Division 1st place or 


    has consistently won 1st place in class at the Intermediate level. 


    Anyone can enter at this level.


10. A participant may only enter carvings at one level (Novice, Intermediate, Open). However, participants may choose to enter the Pyrography Competition at a different level since these are two separate entities.


11. Entries will be assigned to a class category by organizing officials


    and confirmed by the judges, who reserve the right to move 


    any entry to a more appropriate class if they see fit.


12. Handwork is the essence of the competition. 


13. Materials other than wood may be used in the carving, provided 


    the materials, in the judges’ opinion, are appropriate and are used  in 


    a subsidiary manner.


14. More than one subject on a single base is considered one entry.


15. All markings, signatures which identify the carver, must be      covered prior to registration or will be covered with masking tape 


     by the OWC officials.


16. Carvings must be stable to display on a table or have a proper 


     hole or solid wire so it can be hooked on a display panel.


17. Entries carved during a class or course can only be entered at 


     NOVICE level.


18. If a carving is the work of two or more people, then all names 


     must be on the registration and place cards. These entries will be 


     judged in the class applicable for the more experienced carver/painter.


19.  1st, 2nd and 3rd class winners will be eligible for Best in Division awards.


    1st,  2nd and 3rd Best in Division will be eligible for Best of Show awards in the carving competition.


20.  The judges’ decisions will be based upon originality, design and skill of  execution and the judges decision’s are final.


21. The OWC reserves the right to photograph some or all entries for inclusion in OWC club website, newsletter or for promotion of the CCCC via articles  or announcements in carving/woodworking magazines.














DEFINITIONS








OWC: the Outaouais Wood Carvers club.


C.C.C.C.: Canada’s Capital Carving Competition


Carving: a general heading which includes sculpture and 


whittling.


Relief: high or low relief means carving with a gouge or 


chisel in order to decorate a generally flat surface to give the 


illusion of depth.


In the round: carving a 3 dimensional subject.


Stylized: refers to carving that does not represent the subject 


matter in a completely realistic manner. In general, stylized


carvings are interpretive or impressionistic; however, nothing


precludes such carvings from having realistic elements.


     Chip carving: style of carving where knives are used to 


remove selected chips of wood from the project in a single 


piece. Patterns can be geometric or free form.


Caricature: refers to a carving completed as a representation 


by exaggeration or distortion of features for humorous or 


satirical effect.


Realistic: refers to a carving completed as an accurate


representation of the subject matter.


Textured: means a carving with carved or burned features that 


create texture.


Smoothie: means a carving with painted detail with no texture 


whatsoever.


Bark carving: any carving created using any type of bark.


Mythical: any carving of Santas, father Christmas, wood 


spirits, gargoyles, merlins, dragons, fairies, gnomes, trolls, 


unicorns, mermaids.


Found wood: any carving where the original state of the wood 


is obvious after subject is added; branches, driftwood.


Pyrography: meaning to draw with fire is also called the art 


of wood burning.


Natural pyrography: means all shading and coloring is achieved 


with pyrography tools.


Color added pyrography: means that color can be added via 


various mediums.
